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Creating Queries
After the universe is created, then report developers can use the objects to create queries, and then format the results from the queries into useful 
reports. The advantage to the universe is that all of the complexities of the data relationships has been resolved in the universe design and consistently 
presented to the report developers through the query interface.

Report developers create queries by placing objects in the Result Objects section of a query dialog. Then, Business Objects will create SQL from the 
objects and their definitions, as shown in the graphic. After the SQL is created, the SQL is then sent to the database through the database connections, 
and when the query is executed, the data is sent back to the document. Then, the report developers format the data into useful information.

Notice that the report developers cannot see the table relationships. This means that the report developers have no idea of the complexities that have 
been resolved. This means that we must present the objects in a manner that makes it easy for them to select the correct objects for their reports. This 
is also something that I hope you learn while doing the examples throughout this course.
